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Supplemental Rules and Regulations

Whisper Lake Property Owners Association
Adopted by the Board of Directors on April 21, 2008

1) Regular Landscape Care
Lawns must be kept cut, edged and free of weeds.

Shrubbery must be kept neatly trimmed and flowerbeds must be free of weeds at all times.

2) All wood trim and shutters must be kept painted and repaired as needed.

3) The exterior of your home must exhibit an above standard appearance at all times.

4) All trash and garbage containers shall not be permitted to remain in public view except on
the days of trash collection. All garbage left for pickup must be kept enclosed in trash recep-
tacles at all times. After the trash is picked up all garbage cans must be returned to the garage
for storage on the same day of garbage pickup.

5) All garage doors must be kept closed at all times except when in use or when it is necessary
for other tasks.

All vehicles must be kept in the garage or driveway. There will be no regular overnight park-
ing on the street allowed.

7) Garage sales are prohibited.

8) No basketball goals are allowed in the street.

No outside storage (longer than 48 hours) of any motor homes, tractors, trailers, trucks of a
commercial nature (other than pickup trucks), campers, motorized campers or trailers, boats
or other watercraft, four wheelers, riding lawn mowers, motorcycles, go-carts and golf carts
and/or any other similar vehicles.

No repair or restoration of any vehicle except within the enclosed garage and for emergency
repairs, only to the extent necessary to enable movement to a proper repair facility.

No signs are allowed on the personal property or right of way except a For Sale sign of the
residence.

Window Air Conditioning units are strictly prohibited.

Pets must be attended at all times and must be registered and inoculated as required by law.
All pets must be leashed when outside the perimeter of the owner’s property.

No unsightly conditions that exhibit an unkempt look on the property are allowed.

No fencing shall be in a state of disrepair.

No mailbox shall be in a state of disrepair:

Paint must always exhibit a fresh appearance.

Mailbox must have a working door with the numbers securely affixed and the mailbox and
post must be in good condition.

YARD OF THE MONTH CONTEST

The Whisper Lake Property Owners Association (WLPOC) and the Whisper Lake Garden Club are dedicated
to improving the quality of living and the appearance of our community. We encourage residents to take
pride in their homes, yards, and neighborhood in such a way that it enhances the overall appeal of the entire
community. In turn, we look to celebrate those who do a superior job in maintaining their yards by recognizing
one yard per month as the “Yard of the Month” winner! The winner will be provided with a decorative “Yard
of the Month” sign to display which indicates they are the winning yard, and a picture will be published in our
Whisper Lake Resident Newsletter. The Whisper Lake Garden Club has appointed a committee to select the
“Yard of the Month” winner each month.

CONTEST GUIDELINES:

* All current Whisper Lake properties are automatically eligible for “Yard of the Month”
contest, including Garden Club committee members.

* “Yard of the Month” awards will be celebrated March — December of each calendar year,
leaving out January and February as the coldest months.

* The months of October and December will be determined by the judging criteria listed
below, as well as the best holiday decorations for “Yard of the Month™.

* Key criteria include neatness, manicured yard, and beautification.

* The upkeep of the yard can reflect the efforts of the residents themselves or that of a
professional landscaper or groundskeeper.

* The same property cannot receive “Yard of the Month” more than once in a calendar year.

* Yard of the Month winners must be current with their Association dues and have no
unresolved conflict with the WLPOC Board.

* While an individual’s home is being recognized as Yard of the Month, they are expected to
maintain their yard in the same manner that allowed them to win.

* Winners may be disqualified if their property is in violation of any WLPOC covenants.

* In the event the homeowner who is chosen to receive “Yard of the Month” does not wish
to participate, they must contact the Garden Club committee chair person as soon as
possible after being chosen so that the Committee can choose another yard.

JUDGING CRITERIA:

LAWN: WALKWAYS, DRIVEWAYS AND MAILBOXES:

* Healthy grass with no bare spots or excessive weeds. * Walkways and driveways must be clean and stain

* Grass must be mowed and edged, and grass around free (including trash containers or yard products
foundations and fences must be trimmed. removed from view).

* Debris (garbage, pet feces, etc.) must be removed. * Area in front of curb free from debris and dirt.

* A neat and natural balanced landscape design. * Mailboxes, shutters, paint and gutters in good

condition.

LANDSCAPE AND FLOWER BEDS:

* Beds weeded and edged. AESTHETICS:

* Flowers deadheaded and dead plants removed * Overall look of landscaping (use of color and
(seasonal color). textures)

* Trees and shrubs pruned. * Inviting look of front entryway (hanging baskets,

* Natural areas cleaned. pots, cleanliness, etc).

* Beautification efforts to include flowers, trees, * Originality/creativity (any special touches of the
shrubs, etc. owner i.e. bird feeders, etc.).

* Plantings in scale with the surroundings
